Elephants are the largest land animals. A grown-up (B3pocsiii) elephant can weigh from 5
to 6 tons — that’s like 10 big cars! There are two main types of elephants: African elephants and
Asian elephants. African elephants are usually bigger than Asian ones.

An adult elephant can live for about 60 to 70 years.

Elephants love water and enjoy playing in rivers or lakes. They also have a very long nose
called trunk. They use it to drink water, grab (xsarars) food, and even hug (maxxe oOGHMMATB)
each other. Their big ears help them stay cool in hot weather.

There are only about 400,000 elephants left (ocranocs) in the world today, so we must
